The
successful applicant must be available to deliver tuition across all days specified above.

Our Feis Phaislig sessions will deliver an inspiring and fun experience of traditional music
and Gaelic for our participants. Tutors should be able to demonstrate a sound
understanding of the skills required to work in an ASN setting, with a commitment to
inclusive practice. An ability to use Gaelic in lessons would also be desireable, although
support can be given to candidates from other backgrounds. An ability to work flexibly
and creatively with large groups is essential. It is anticipated that sessions will involve
both sung and instrumental content.

Successful applicants will be required to carry out the following tasks:

1. Plan and deliver an 8-week block of traditional music / Gaelic song sessions.
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2. Follow and implement Feis Phaislig’s Child Protection Policy at all Feis events,
including upholding a duty of care to class participants.

3. Maintain simple records.

4. Regularly liaise with participant parents/guardians to keep them informed on
updates and session information.

5. Attend to all reasonable matters that are required to ensure the success of the
project.
